Due to the alarming number of 2007+ Wrangler JK
owners that have reported rear track bar failure, we
strongly recommend the installation of our Rear Trackbar
Brace PN OGS169. The majority of failures occur on
lifted applications when an aftermarket extension bracket
has been installed, although failures have also been
reported on some stock applications.
